* Data-led: information will flow from PDP architecture to TPR identifying non- /
compliance, or providing us with data to identify potential risk of non-
compliance

* Leveraging a range of powers:

- new powers in regs designed to operate at scale — compliance notices, third
party compliance notices, penalty notices

- existing information-gathering powers for investigating issues

- existing powers to pursue wider governance issues including removing and
replacing trustees
